Hello Brothers and Sisters, 

 On Rochelle's' and my last ride, I  

noticed a lot of leaves and debris from our won-

derful trees. The problem is that moisture on the 

roadways causes the leaves to stick to the as-

phalt and grow mold and moss. This, in turn, 

causes the motorcyclists problems with slipping.  

SLOW DOWN!! 

Make each movement positive, smooth, and 

steady and make no sharp or quick corrections 

if possible. 

  

Another thing that I noticed is some riders  

hugging the center line and sometimes going 

over the center line while in a corner. Stay away 

from the center line, especially in the winter. Too 

many times other drivers have to doge rocks 

and other objects on the roadways; this will
